Chairperson Thompson called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Chairperson Thompson called for a motion to hear New Business prior to Old Business.  Commissioner Bass so moved, seconded by Commissioner Begalla.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Chairperson Thompson asked for a motion to approve the October 6, 2025, agenda.  Commissioner Begalla moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Commissioner Bass.  The motion passed unanimously.

Chairperson Thompson asked for a motion to approve the Minutes from the August 4, 2025, Planning & Zoning Commission Meeting.  Commissioner Begalla moved to approve the Minutes, seconded by Commissioner Bass.  The motion carried unanimously.

Old Business:

TA 254, , a request by the City of Evanston for a Text Amendment to Chapter 24, Zoning of the Evanston City Code regarding the addition of accessory dwelling unit as a new land use item to Section 24-15 A., which would permit accessory dwelling units in certain residential districts; the addition of standards for accessory dwelling units to Article IV; and to define accessory dwelling unit in Article XII.  (Section 24-107). 

Chairperson Thompson continued with recommending Old Business-TA 254 be heard during the November meeting as a result of minimum attendance by the Commission.


New Business:

BA 260,  A request by CCB Construction representing the property owners, John and Crystalynn Graham, for a Variance to allow a proposed building addition to encroach 15.7 feet into the minimum 20-foot street side yard setback for property located at 401 Sage Street, Evanston, Wyoming, which is zoned Low Density Residential-Established (LR-E).  The applicant is proposing to construct a 5.4-foot by 6-foot addition onto a legal nonconforming principal building to accommodate laundry appliances for an elderly parent on the ground floor level.  (Sections 24-16 A. (6), 24-99, and 24-103).

Shance Francis, CCB Construction, representing the homeowners, spoke on behalf of the application.  

No testimony was presented in opposition to the application.  

Chairperson Thompson called for a motion to approve BA 260 with staff recommendations.  Commissioner Bass moved to approve BA 260 with staff recommendations, seconded by Commissioner Begalla.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Chairperson continued with recommending Old Business-TA 254 be heard during the November meeting as a result of minimum attendance by the Commission.  

Other Business:

Hearing no other business, Chairperson Thompson announced future meeting dates of November 3, December 1, and January 5, 2026.
