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Subdivisions
§ 22-4Plans, plats, etc., to be submitted to planning and zoning commission and City council.
[Amended by Ord. No. 84-48]

All plans of streets or highways for public use and all plans, plats, plots and replots of land laid out in subdivisions or building lots, and the streets, highways, alleys or other portions of the same intended to be dedicated to a public use or the use of purchasers or owners of lots fronting thereon or adjacent thereto, shall be submitted to the planning and zoning commission and the City council for approval, disapproval, approval with stipulations, etc., prior to the selling of any such lots for the purpose of building. Nothing contained in this chapter shall be construed to grant any applicant a right to subdivide, and approval or disapproval of a plat shall be within the sole discretion of the planning and zoning commission or City council.

§ 22-4.1Subdivision review committee.
[Added by Ord. No. 83-78]

A. There is hereby established a subdivision review committee which shall consist of the following City officers or their duly authorized representatives:

(1)  City planner;

(2)  Public works director;

(3)  Fire chief;

(4)  Parks and recreation director;

(5)  Chief of police;

(6)  Planning and zoning chairperson;

(7)  Mayor and City council of the City of Evanston.

B.  It shall be the duty of the subdivision review committee to examine all preliminary plats of subdivisions for their compliance with applicable ordinances and laws of the City and the state and report its findings to the planning and zoning commission and City council.

§ 22-5Conflicts with other ordinances or state law.
Where any provisions of this chapter impose more stringent regulations, requirements or limitations than imposed or required by any other ordinance or state law, the provisions of this chapter shall govern.

§ 22-6Territorial jurisdiction.
The territorial jurisdiction of this chapter shall include all of the incorporated land located within the City, and, pursuant to Wyoming Statutes, 1977, section 15-3-202, such other territory peripheral to the City which is located within one-half mile of the corporate limits.[image: image2.png]EvVanston
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
