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Lot Line Adjustments
§ 22-6.1. Lot line adjustments.
[Added by Ord. No. 96-2]

A. Lot line adjustments may be approved by the City planner and engineer in accordance with the requirements of this section.

B. To obtain approval, a completed application, signed by all affected owners and mortgagees, shall be submitted to the planning department. The application shall include-

· A report from a Title company identifying owners and mortgagees, and; 
· A detailed map drawn to scale by a licensed land surveyor which includes the following information:

(1) Property lines both existing and proposed;

(2) Existing building location(s) and setbacks;

(3) Easements and adjoining streets;

(4) Labeled dimensions.

C. Upon receiving a complete application, the City shall review and approve the application if it is in compliance with the zoning and building ordinance. Conditions may be imposed to bring the lot line adjustment into compliance with the building and zoning ordinance.

D. Following approval by the planning department, the lot line adjustment shall be accomplished by the applicant(s) recording a deed or deeds with the Uinta County Clerk's office, containing legal descriptions prepared by a licensed land surveyor and a copy of the map. The applicant(s) shall place on file with the planning department a copy of the recorded deed or deeds within forty-five days of approval.

E. If the applicant is unable to obtain approval of the lot line adjustment from the City engineer and planner, the applicant may bring the matter before the governing body for its consideration. The governing body shall have the authority to affirm, reverse or modify the decision of the City engineer and planner.[image: image1.png]
