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CB-E (Community Business-Established)

Permitted land uses include but may not be limited to-

*Duplicating and printing services(buildings up to 5,000 square feet)

*Art or craft studio space and accessory gallery 
*Municipal, county, state or federal facilities 
*Public parks and playgrounds 
*Personal service outlets (barber/beauty shops, shoe repair, serf-service laundries, dry-cleaning, appliance repair) 
*Retail establishments (buildings up to 25,000 square feet)
*Supermarkets exceeding 25,000 square feet (design review required)

*Financial institutions

Additional uses requiring conditional use review by the Planning & Zoning Commission include but may not be limited to-

*Single unit detached and dwellings on all floors
*Churches/places of worship
*Daycare centers and child educational facilities
*Windmills for generation of electrical power
*Package liquor stores
