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NB-E (Neighborhood Business-Established)
NB-D (Neighborhood Business-Developing)
Permitted land uses include but may not be limited to-

*Office/Professional 
*Restaurants, including the sale of alcoholic beverage with meals (not drive-in restaurants)

*Art or craft studio space and accessory gallery 
*Municipal, county, state or federal facilities 
*Public parks and playgrounds 
*Personal service outlets (barber/beauty shops, shoe repair, serf-service laundries, dry-cleaning, appliance repair) 
*Retail establishments (buildings up to 5,000 square feet)
Additional uses requiring conditional use review by the Planning & Zoning Commission include but may not be limited to-

*Restaurants including the sale of alcoholic beverages (not drive-in)
*Taxidermist
*Gasoline stations without repair facilities
*Mortuaries and funeral chapels
*Single unit detached and dwellings on all floors
*Churches/places of worship
